15t Prize - (Stephen Taylor - H2176) Zero position was allowed, so we have to judge what we
see. | see a beautiful pair of nicely connected diagrams, each one of them deserving a place in
the award. Lovely interchange of roles between both black and white Rook and Bishop. Two
pairs of identical Pelle moves with gate opening, but with “Chumakov’s” distinction between
the role of the moving pieces in both twins. Remarkable, difficult and original achievement.
The difficulty and originality compensates for the heavy twinning. Solution: a) 1.Bf3 Bh3
2.Qe3 Rxc5+ 3.Ke4 Bf5#; 1.Rb5 Rxa6 2.Qb4 Bxed+ 3.Kc5 Rxc6#; b) 1.Bf3 Ra3 2.Qe2 Rxf3

2nd Prize - (Andrey Frolkin & Sergey |. Tkachenko - H2196) A veritable symphony of the
Chumakov theme, with two pairs of solutions, one featuring model pin-mates with the entire
King’s field blocked, the other featuring model mates by the royal battery made possible after
capture of some black pieces and interference with the black Bishop by the black Rook. The
ingenious twinning allows for the nice alternate moves by the white King between d4 and e5.
Solution: a) 1.Rb2 Sxd7 2.Qb5 Sxb5 3.Se5 Kxe5#; b) 1.Rd8 Sxb5 2.Sa7+ Ke5 3.Rxb8 Sc7#; c)

2.Bd5 Be4 3.Bc4 d4#.

(1...Rxd4/Sxd4), the mates from the threat reappear as White’s second moves (2.Bxf3+/Rxf4+).
All of this is done with a full form of Rukhlis. Clean and sweet. Solution: 1.Qa3! (2.Qcl &

It has 3 + 2 variations with the following contents: I) play by the
existing black battery (after removing the obstructing bPf4 from the fourth rank) in the threat
and after 1...bxc4/exf2; and Il) play by the white R/B battery and by the newly created black
batteries after 1...Qxf5/Qxf6. The claimed change of functions of white and black moves is not
very convincing because the “letter“-pattern is not clear-cut. 1.Sc4! (2.Sxe3+! fxe3[a]

combination, which is regrettably achieved with multiple repetition of the mate 3...Be6#. The
ostensibly crowded position is unpleasant at first sight, but all white aristocratic pieces are well-
employed, except the underused out-of-play wSa7. The quality of the key is emphasized by two
nice tries. 1.Be4? Bxh4!; 1.Bg2? Rh1!; 1.Bf3! (2.Rxc6+ Kxd7 3.Bg4+ Be6#), 1...Bxf4 2.f8Q+!

In C0687, the black King does all
the work. Nice shielding in C0688. Both entries by L’ubos feature minor-piece promotion.
Tibor’s problems often show cage building with pinning. This is one of them. Mike returns to
this section with two entries featuring his favorite theme.

When an opposing Pawn is
captured, the royal piece of the capturing side becomes a King.

Phantom Chess (Rex Inclusive): Any piece (Kings included) may move either normally (from
its current square) or from its Circe rebirth square if that square is vacant.

| was born in Chailuri, a small village in the eastern part of Georgia (then part of the USSR) in
1953. My interest in chess studies was quite coincidentally piqued by my surname, seeing that |
shared it with the first Georgian chess grandmaster Bukhuti Gurgenidze. Everything started
with the first chess book given to me as a gift. It was the collection of chess studies of Gia
Nadareishvili published in 1964. After that | started participating in chess solving competitions.
I was still in eighth grade when | won a solving competition held by a chess magazine called
Wa x m ag@C C Ehess in the USSR). In 1968 | moved to Thilisi, where | started studying
chess under the famous chess coach Shota Intskirveli at the Youth Palace of Thilisi.

I was still a schoolboy when my first study was published almost 50 years ago. Gia
Nadareishvili found out where | was studying and invited me to his home. Soon | became
acquainted with Velimir Kalandadze, Vaja Neidze and, some time later, with losif Krikheli,
who was living in Gori at the time. The creative collaboration with the older colleagues soon
proved to be fruitful. During this time | became twice the USSR champion and twice | was
runner-up at the same competition and three times | was awarded a bronze medal. Before the
collapse of the USSR | became an International Master in chess composition, and the title
International Grandmaster soon followed.

The Georgian school of chess study, under the guidance of Gia Nadareishvili, was renowned
around the world. 1 composed NAL when | was 17 years old. It develops an idea of Nikolai
Grigoriev, a study that | wasn’t aware of at the time. When Mikhail Botvinnik visited Thilisi in
1970, Gia Nadareishvili showed my study to him. Botvinnik was of course familiar with
Grigoriev’s previous study, but he was so impressed with the first move, that he asked me,
through Nadareishvili, to give it to him. The sixth World Chess Champion took the study to
Moscow and subsequently gave it to the editors of ,,64“. Years later, this study became an
object of interest to another World Chess Champion, Boris Spassky.

Looking back, most of my life has been dedicated to composing. | have composed more
than a thousand studies over fifty years, many of which have won numerous competitions. | am
most proud of attaining the title of World Champion in Chess Composition twice as well as
twice receiving a bronze medal. Just as important was the recognition | was receiving back
home in Georgia. The President of Georgia awarded me the Medal Of Honor in 1997.
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| was elected a Vice President of the
Georgian Chess Federation in 1994 and
spent almost a decade developing the
sport in Georgia. | was captain of the
Georgian women’s national chess team
in the year 2000 World Chess
Olympiad in Istanbul and the team
managed to return with silver medals. |
have tried not to neglect chess
composition while in my position as
the chairman of the Georgian Chess
Composers” Commission. | have tried
to nurture interest in chess by
publishing more than 40 chess books,
including chess text books that are
used to teach chess to children in
Georgian schools. More recently, |
turned my attention to the spectacular
history of chess in Georgia and the
significance it has held in the lives of
Georgians for centuries. Following this
path, | found it important to research
and document the mostly obscure story
of the first professional Georgian chess player, Andria Dadiani.
I am an International Arbiter in both chess and chess composition.

Gamage Keys
By Mike Prcic

There was a time when a key was the most important element of a chess problem. After all we
used to call chess problems Chess Puzzles. Finding the key was what solvers were looking for;
the variations and themes were secondary. Over time the weight of the key has slipped
considerably. Set-plays and tries have overshadowed the key. This is not to say that the key is
not important. A good key makes a chess problem so much better.

In studying Gamage's problems | found that he paid a great deal of attention to having a
good key. He composed during the time when finding the key was the whole game. Having an
unusual (difficult) key was a must.

There are two types of keys Gamage employed quite succesfully. They are both
counterintuitive--almost paradoxical. The first type is where White pins its own piece and the
second type is where the key unpins a black piece. The first twelve diagrams are equally
divided between the two types of keys. After that | have a surprise for you; so keep reading.

We start with NAL. Here the Rook pins itself with 1.Rxc6!, threatening to activate a
Rook/Queen battery with 2.Re6#.

The two Queen-unpinning moves, 1...Sba2 and
1...Sa6, result in 2.Qc5# and 2.Qxc3#. The two other moves by the same Knight, 1...Sc6 and
1...Sd3, unpin Sh7 for 2.5d6# and close the Rook's line for 2.5d2#. A defense by the other
Knight, 1...Sca2, unpins the Queen and pins the black Bishop for 2.Qb3#, while 1...Bb3 results
in 2.Rxc3#. (1...Rxb1 2.Qxb4#).

| am not sure why Gamage did not move the white Queen to a6-square and remove wPh6.
All the mates remain the same and the white Queen now has ample room to roam. Perhaps the
white Queen under attack did not appeal to him.

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NA4 is one of Gamage's well-known problems. It has all the elements of his style: a flight-giving
key, 1.Rf3! (2.Rxe3#), with piece sacrifice, White pinning his own piece, battery play and a
slew of different tactical elements in seven variations. The two Bishop's defenses are the most
interesting: 1...Bc5 2.Rd8# and 1...Be5 2.Rd4#, both unpinning Rd5. The Rook captures
1..Kxf3 and 1...Bxf3 allow 2.Rf5# and 2.Bh7#. After 1...Sxd3, the Knight self-blocks for
2.Re5#. (1...Sf4+ 2 Rxf4# and 1...Rxd5+ 2.Qxd5#).

In N/ the key, 1.RbS5!, pins Se3 while aiming for 2.Rf5#. The two Knight-unpinning
defenses, 1...Sc5 2.5d5# (Sg2?) and 1...Sd4 2.Sg2# (Sd5?) nicely differentiate between mates.
There are four more defenses: 1...Sg7 2.Qxc7#, 1...c5 2.Qd6#, 1..f5 2.Be5# and 1...Bxe3+

The last in this series of keys is N6. Here the key, 1.Qc5!, pins Se6 and also Pe5, leaving

In the prettiest
variation, 1...Qxc8, the key-Knight hops back to his original square for 2.Sfe6#. After 1...Qh3+
and 1...Qg2+, we have 2.Sxh3# and 2.Sxg2#, and after 1...Qg7/Qg8, 2.Sg6#.

probably the right answer. An unpinning move, 1.Bg2! aims for 2.Bd5#. There are five Re2
defenses: 1..Rxg2 2.Qd4#, 1..Re3 2.Sd2#, 1..Red4 2.Rxc2#, 1..Rf2 2.Qd5# and 1..Rd2
2.Qc7#. The two Bishops move into action with defenses that unpin the white Queen: 1...Be3
2.Qd5# and 1...Be4 2.Qd4#. There is another unpin, this time by the Knight, 1...Se4 2.Qd4#.
Also: 1...Qc3 2.Rcxc3#, 1...Rb4 2.Sa3#, 1...Rxe5+ 2.Sxe5# and 1...Sd6+ 2.Sxd6#. A dual after
1...Se7 2.5d6/Qd4# did not bother the judge.
Following Gamage's winning the 1st Prize, the organizer, Mr. Walter F. James wrote to
Gamage. "Dear F.G.: Congratulations on winning first prize in the 2nd Hochberg Problem
tourney. The value in books with Dr. Buschke will be $6.00 or $3.00 in cash from the League.
Please let me know your choice. P.S. | see you also tied for 3rd place, which gives you $1.00
for this".

NA Here Gamage pulls out his bag of tricks again with a brilliant key, 1.Be5! (2.Qd6#),
which unpins Bg5 and gives the flight square to the black King. Of course the unpin is a Trojan
Horse, since 1...Be7 activates the masked battery for 2.Bf6# and 1...Be3 allows 2.Sd4#, when
Rc3 line of defense is closed. The flight square is poisoned too, since 1...Ke6 triggers 2.Sd4#--
an indirect battery mate. Also, 1..Re6 self-blocks for 2.Qb5# while 1...Re3 unguards for
2.Qxc4#.

Said the tourney
judge H.R. Neale: "A good unpinning key leads to two line pin mates. Nice easy play with good
secondary effects by Se3. Seems original." Additional features are two pairs of focal corrections
by the unpinned black Rook. 1.Qb7! (2.Qb3#), 1...Rd~ 2.Qxe4#, 1...Re5!? 2.Sxd6#, 1...Rd~d
2.Qc6#and 1...Rd41? 2.Sb6#. Also: 1...Sd2 2.Qb4# and 1...Sxc2 2.Qxd5#.

NAL1 A black unpin and a potential white pin. Sounds familiar? The key, 1.Qf6!, does just
that, threatening 2.Qe5#.

The set move, 1...Qxg3, unpins
the Rook for 2.Rb8#. The pretty key, 1.Re6!, gives Black three(!) additional moves white
creating a potential Rook/Bishop battery. Now the set move, 1...Qxg3, changes the mate to
2.Re8#. The newly liberated f-Pawn participates in three variations (3/4 pickannini): 1...fxe6
2.Bxe6#, 1...f6 2.Re8# and 1...f5 2.Rexgb#. Also, 1...S~ 2.Qc8#. (1.Bd4/ Qxg3!; 1.Rc6? S~!).

And now for the grand finale, Gamage combines both keys into one. He pins his piece while
at the same time unpinning the black piece!

2.Sedit (Scd?). After 1...Kxc5, the black Queen is again re-pinned and we have pin-mate 2.Sd3#.
(1...0xd2+ 2.Qxd2# and 1...Qxb5 2.Se4#).

FIDE ALBUM 2016-2018 Announcement

The World Federation for Chess Composition (WFCC) invites composers to submit their
highest-quality compositions for selection in the FIDE Album. Entry is open to compositions
published during the years 2016-2018. For informal tourneys the date of publication of the
issue containing the composition is decisive; for formal tourneys the date of appearance of the
award is decisive (NB: not the closing date of the tourney).

If a composition has been published in a magazine which is labelled 2015 on the front but it
appeared in 2016-2018, the composition is eligible for the 2016-18 album provided that the
composer had not submitted the composition to the 2013-15 album.

If a composition has been published in a magazine which is labelled 2018 on the front but it
appeared in 2019, the composition is eligible for the 2016-18 album provided that the
magazine was published before the deadline.

If a composition has been published in a magazine which is labelled 2019 on the front but it
appeared in 2018, the composition is not eligible for the 2016-18 album.

If the date of publication is in doubt, the directors should ask the composer for evidence.

Anyone entering compositions by another composer should obtain the agreement of that
composer beforehand. A composer is entitled to submit joint compositions even if his co-
author(s) disagree.

Those who published large numbers of compositions during this period are strongly urged to
make a selection consisting of only their very best work.

A composer may submit to each of the 8 sections (twomovers, threemovers, moremovers,
endgame studies, helpmates, selfmates, fairies, retros) no more than 30 compositions published
in the defined three-year period, or up to 3 times the number of his/her compositions that were
selected in this section in any previously published album, whichever is greater.
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With regard to joint compositions, if a composer A includes in his PDF file joint compositions

with some other composer B, then these compositions count for the quota of composer A only
(and not for the quota of composer B).

Entries must be sent to the directors by email and in PDF format only.

In section D (endgame studies) composers may alternatively submit a PGN file of their entries
or both. In section G (fairies) composers must provide the definitions for the less common fairy
elements.

In each section composers have to submit one PDF file, which will include all their entries
to this section with one composition per page. The solution may extend to more than one page
if needed.

In sections E (helpmates) and G (fairies), composers must submit a separate file for each
group E1 (helpmates in 2), E2 (helpmates in 2,5 and 3), E3 (helpmates in more than 3), G1
(fairies without fairy conditions) and G2 (fairies with fairy conditions).

The compositions must be in diagrams of uniform size, with the author’s name, publication
data, any award, stipulation, full solution and a comment if desired. Algebraic notation is to be
used. Entries not complying with these requirements will be rejected.

Compositions that receive 8 points or higher in the 2016-18 WCCI qualify for the FIDE
album automatically, however they must also be submitted by the composers to the album in
order to be published in it and count for points.

Attention! Compositions of the 10t WCCT should be submitted to this album.

The closing date is June 1%, 2019.

The WFCC makes the following recommendations:

Cyrillic names of composers should be written in Cyrillic capital letters and preferably also
transcribed into Latin letters.

The source of each composition should, if possible, include not only the magazine and year
of publication but also the month or magazine number and/or the number of the composition.
Computer-tested compositions should be indicated by the symbol C+.
